Under it, Kaunas' Museum for the
Blind originated as an art installation
in 2005.
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Freedom Avenue (known in Lithuanian as
Laisvés Al€ja), is a pedestrian street notorious
for its commercial atmosphere. The street is
lined with shops, cafes, and restaurants.

It is the place to be whether you're looking to
shop, eat, take photographs, or simply take a
relaxing stroll through the heart of the city.

KAUNAS CASTLE

Pilies g. 17, Kaunas

The medieval castle was built in the
14th century as defense against the
onslaught of crusaders.

Despite being restored multiple
times, the castle forfeited its
importance in 1408 when Kaunas was
granted Magdeburg rights and the life
of the whole city moved to the
Market (Town Hall) Square.

Today, the castle is open to tourists
and hosts occasional festivals.
