Option A: Enjoy

The ENJOY HOTEL is located in the district of Wilmersdorf-Charlottenburg. The hotel is situated in a quiet
neighbourhood and not far from the famous Kurfirstendamm, a long boulevard with great dining and shopping
opportunities. Housing is arranged in double rooms, which means that everyone shares a room with another person
(of the same gender). Each room has its private bathroom and includes a TV, towels, bed linen and a hairdryer. A
breakfast buffet is served in the morning so you can fill up before you take off for classes or on sightseeing tours at
the weekend. The hotel features a 24-hour front desk. It also offers free WiFi. In addition, you can store your luggage
for free. Check-in is at 3 pm, check-out at 11 am. A security deposit of 10 € is required upon arrival. The closest
underground station is a 15 min walk away. It will take around 25 minutes by public transport to get to HWR Berlin.

Option B: Acama

The ACAMA HOTEL is located in the hip district of Kreuzberg. The vibrant Bergmannkiez area is home to many
shops, cafés, bars and restaurants and not far from the famous Potsdamer Platz with its numerous shops, cinemas
and theatres. Many of Berlin’'s leading museums are within walking distance or easily reachable by public
transportation. Housing is arranged in double rooms which means that everyone shares a room with another person
(of the same gender). Each room has its private bathroom and includes towels and bed linen, TV and radio, safe
box, and an alarm clock. Hairdryers are available at front desk. A breakfast buffet is served in the morning so you
can fill up before you take off for classes or on sightseeing tours at the weekend. The hotel features a 24-hour
reception as well as newspapers. It also offers free WiFi. In addition, you can store your luggage for free and rent
bicycles. Check-in is at 3 pm, check-out at 10.30 am. The closest underground station is a 4 min walk away. It will
take around 20 minutes by public transport to get to HWR Berlin.

Option C: B&B

The B&B HOTEL Berlin-Tiergarten is located in the district of Charlottenburg. The hotel is located just 400m from the
StrafRe des 17. Juni, which is better-known in various events as the ‘Fan’s Mile’. It runs directly past the Triumphal
Column and the Brandenburg Gate to the centre of Berlin. The Berlin Zoo, Germany'’s oldest zoological garden, is
just a 20 min walk away. The rooms are equipped to accommodate up to two people, and each room contains a
bathroom with shower and hairdryer. The rooms are also soundproofed and air-conditioned, as well as equipped with
a flat-screen TV, wardrobe and desk. You can enjoy satellite TV programs free of charge on your flat-screen TV
throughout your stay. WiFi is also available free of charge throughout the hotel. A breakfast buffet is served in the
morning so you can fill up before you take off for classes or on sightseeing tours at the weekend. Snacks and drinks
are available 24/7 from the vending machines in the lobby. Check-in is at 3 pm, check-out at noon. The closest train
station is a 6 min walk away. It will take around 35 minutes by public transport to get to HWR Berlin.
